ADAPT of Texas activists are working on this problem with other disability rights groups to fight back at the state level.  The Texas “My Medicaid Matters” Campaign is just one illustration of working together to bring about change.  
ADAPT of Texas is also part of a national movement to reform

the institutionally biased long term care system and get Medicaid funded community services to the people that need them.
In addition ADAPT is aggressively advocating for the passage of the DISABILITY INTEGRATION ACT which when passed will bring Liberty, Equality and Justice for all people with disabilities. 

National ADAPT will be using our 35th anniversary of activism to rededicate our commitment to getting and keeping people out of institutions and fighting to protect needed Medicaid funded services and supports as well as passing the DIA.. 
In May ADAPT of Texas activists will be joining with other national advocates in Washington, DC to send a message that the advocacy for Medicaid funded services and supports must be a priority in every state as well as accessible, affordable, accessible housing, recruitment and retention of Community Attendants and passage of the DIA .
